2025-2026 Calendar on Sale Now 
Each year, our Friends of Sutton Veny School 
(FOS) produce a school calendar in partnership 
with staff at the school. These cost £6.50 each 
and all of the funds raised go to the school. The 
new calendar is now on sale and you’ll be able to 
purchase one from our FOS team on the school 
playground this week. If you’re unable to purchase 
one from the playground, please contact the 
school office and we can make alternative 
arrangements for you. The school calendar 
contains important dates for the school year and 
a picture of each child on the month of their 
birthday. We always receive very positive 
feedback about our school calendar, so don’t miss 
the opportunity to be organised for the year 
ahead!  

 
 

Timings, Dropping-off and Picking-Up 
The school day will continue to run from 8.45am 
– 3.15pm. The school site will be open from 
8.35am each morning and school staff will also 
be on duty from this time. There will be two 
members of staff on ‘meet and greet’ duty each 
morning and they will help those children who are 
dropped-off in our ‘meet and greet’ zone at the 
bottom of the school car park. Class teachers will 
always be on the front playground first thing in 
the morning and will be available at the end of 
the day at collection. Staff visibility at these times 
of the day is important to us, so that we can greet 
the children every morning and ensure they are 
collected safely at the end of the day. It also 
allows you to pass on any information to your 
child’s class teacher at these times of the day. 
Under no circumstances should any child be left 
by themselves on the school playground before 
8.35am, as this would be a safeguarding concern. 
If you do arrive before 8.35am, it is your 
responsibility to supervise your child(ren).

Back to School Nights 
‘Back to School Nights’ are an important aspect of 
our induction for parents and carers to their child’s 
new class. They are an opportunity to meet the class 
teacher, visit the classroom, and hear all about the 
routines, timetables and key information for the year 
ahead. We would strongly encourage you all to 
attend, so that you get all of the information that 
you need to support your child(ren). Attending 
school meetings also shows your child(ren) that you 
value their education and this is an important 
message.

Attendance & Punctuality 
All the evidence and research shows that children 
who attend school regularly, do well at school. By 
law, schools are required to keep accurate records 
of attendance and act swiftly if they are 
concerned about the amount of time a child has 
had off school. If your child has been, or is due to 
be absent from school, it is your responsibility as 
parents and carers to inform the school, otherwise 
this is considered an unauthorised absence. If your 
child is ill, please phone the office (before 9am) to 
inform us on each day of their absence from 
school. To report your child’s absence, phone the 
school office and choose option 1. This takes you 
through to our dedicated absence answer 
machine. If we have not heard from you by 
10.00am, a member of our admin team will phone 
to ensure we know why your child is not at school.  
   We encourage you to book medical or dental 
appointments outside of school hours. However, 
we do understand that this is not always possible. 
If your child needs to leave school during the day 
for an appointment or for any other reason, the 
school must again be informed and evidence of 
the appointment will be required. Permission will 
only be given on the understanding that an adult 
known to the school will collect and return your 
child. It is also necessary to sign your child out 
(and then in again) if you remove them from 
school after registration.   
          

           School Uniform 
Our school uniform is an important aspect of our 
school as it ensures that the children all look 
‘smart in their appearance and that it is fair for 
everyone. We ask that you help your child(ren) to 
follow our school expectations for school uniform, 
so that we maintain our standards. Please note 
that teachers will speak to you if they have 
noticed items and styles that do not fit with our 
school policy. Currently, our branded items are 
available from Scholars in Warminster. The 
children will continue to wear their PE kit into 
school on the days that they have PE, unless they 
are in Auckland, or Brisbane Class, as changing in 
school helps their independence and fine motor 
skills. Friends of School run a very successful pre-
loved uniform service, where you can purchase 
second-hand school uniform. We kindly ask for 
you to send in a pair of wellington boots into 
school. This is so the children can access the field 
all year round. One of our biggest frustrations 
unnamed uniform. Please ensure that you label 
every item, so we can make sure that any 
misplaced items are returned to their rightful 
owner.

Summer Work in School 

Over the summer various work has taken place in 
school. The entire flat roof has been replaced over 
Auckland, Brisbane, Canberra and Darwin 
classroom. We have had new boilers installed and 
a new oil tank, which will help the school reduce 
our carbon footprint. A new first aid room has 
also been built and redecoration has taken place 
in certain areas. We are delighted that these 
projects have been completed on time and ready 
for the start of the new school year.  

 

 
 
 
Driving & Parking Reminders 

Please remember to drive and park safely and 
considerately in the village. We have a number of 
families who walk to and from school and so 
please slow down and take great care passing 
them. To minimise the dangers of cars moving in 
and out of school, the school car park is only for 
staff, taxis, emergency vehicles, or those with a 
disabled parking permit. The entrance to school 
and the designated space for the bus are both ‘no-
waiting areas.’ We respectfully remind you that it 
is unsafe and inconsiderate to park your vehicle in 
the areas that will endanger, inconvenience or 
obstruct pedestrians and other road users. We ask 
parents to limit congestion for the passage of 
buses and emergency vehicles and park safely and 
considerately by:  
 Not parking in the staff car park, or the space 

marked ‘school bus’ 
 Avoiding narrow areas (please do not park 

where the cones are placed)  
 Not parking, or turning, in the driveways of 

local residents  
 Not parking beyond the end of the footpath 

by the church, or before the first house on 
the opposite side of the road.

School bus services 
There are two bus services that help transport the 
children to and from school. There is one bus 
service that covers our catchment area and 
collects and returns children to and from the 
Deverills. This service is organised and funded by 
Wiltshire Council as it covers our school 
catchment area.  
The second bus service covers the Warminster 
area and this is run by Beeline, in conjunction with 
Wiltshire Council. There is a charge for this bus 
service as it as does not cover our general 
catchment area. We have a website page, which 
provides all of the necessary details about the bus 
services. You can access this by clicking here. If 
your child uses the bus service, they will have the 
term dates stuck in the back of their Link Book, 
so you can indicate whether they will be using the 
bus on any particular day.

Website & School Communication 
Our school website is a valuable source of 
information for all of our families. Your child’s 
class page will contain a timetable and curriculum 
information for the term ahead. The school 
newsletter is always uploaded onto the relevant 
section of the website too. The homepage of the 
website also contains up-and-coming events and a 
link to the school calendar.  
A reminder that all of our school communication 
will continue to be emailed out via our ParentPay 
platform. Please ensure you check your emails 
regularly for up-to-date school information and 
news, as updates will be sent out throughout the 
term. 
We also use ParentPay for making online 
payments, ordering hot lunches and signing 
children up for clubs and school trips. A polite 
reminder that all hot lunches must be ordered by 
the weekly cut-off day (which is Wednesday) for 
the following week for all pupils. If you fail to 
meet the deadline, you will have to provide a 
packed lunch for your child(ren). 
New families will be issued with a ParentPay login 
shortly after they start at the school. If you are 
yet to receive one, or you have lost your details, 
please contact the school office.  
 
 

Celebration Assembly 
Each Friday, we hold a weekly celebration 
assembly. Each child takes it in turn to be a special 
person for the week and they present their 
learning to the school. Birthday stickers and 
certificates are presented too! Parents and family 
members are always invited to attend and share 
their child’s achievements and see them receive 
their presentations. Your child’s class teacher will 
let you know the date that your child will be 
special person. This year Celebration Assembly 
will continue to be held during the afternoon and 
will start at 2.30pm. Our first Celebration 
Assembly will be on Friday 19th September, at 
2.30pm, in the Village Hall.
